THE NEW SCIENTIFIC JOURNAL — TRADITIONS AND INNOVATIONS

Dear reader!

The Vestnik of Northern (Arctic) Federal
University, which you are now holding in your
hands, is a newly-born publication of a similarly
named university and at the same time a successor
to the traditions of the Vestnik of Pomor University.
This introductory article is a reflection on what has
been done and what memories the journal of the
Pomor University leaves behind, what should be
continued and developed in the new journal and
what innovations could be made in it.

The scientific journal of Pomor University
was established and first published in 2001, which
represented a certain landmark and new horizons in
the development of this university and first of all its
scientific component. The journal was intended for
representing the high level of scientific knowledge
and opportunities of this young classical university
in various fields of natural and social sciences as
well as humanities. It should be noted, though, that
back then even the possibility of its regular issue
was questioned by many, for one had to provide, and
in the first place with the efforts of the university
academics, the required level and quality of articles
published in it, as well as to make the journal known
to Russian and foreign colleagues and prestigious to
be published in. It has, however, turned out well.

The journal has during all years of its existence
been on the list of the leading reviewed journals and
publications of the Higher Attestation Commission
(VAK), and one often had to fight off a strong
competition in order to publish an article in it,
especially when it comes to the Humanities and Social
Sciences series. Scientists, academics, postgraduate
students and doctoral candidates from all corners of
our country as well as from abroad had been published
in it. The articles had been reviewed by leading
specialists, doctors of sciences and professors, and it
should be mentioned that the journal never got any
claims on the articles published. There was started
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a nice tradition in the journal — to publish articles of
academic institutions’ workers and representatives
of academia: and the journal became a forum for
researchers in various spheres and fields of the Russian
scientific complex. An important component of the
journal as a scientific publication were the Academic
Life and Reviews and Bibliography sections, which
included materials on significant for the country’s
wide academic and pedagogical community events,
conferences, interesting books, etc.

The journal presented the whole range of so-
cial sciences and humanities, though the level
and quality of publications on different branches
of science cannot be considered equal. Another
nice tradition was to publish round-table materials on
topical research areas, materials of methodological
seminars and dialogues with foreign colleagues.
A special and honourable place in the journal was
given to articles devoted to the analysis of the
historical past and prospects of development of
the European North, as well as international relations
in the Northern Europe and in the Arctic region.

Vestnik of Northern (Arctic) Federal University
should take the best of its predecessor’s experience, but
also, which is the most important, enhance the journal’s
quality and the level of articles in accordance with the
required standards for this scientific publication of the
federal university. It is important to make the journal
more attractive to both Russian and foreign colleagues.
It is intended to become a leading or, at least, one of
the leading scientific forums for researches on topical
problems of the North and the Arctic, for the analysis
of the historical experience, of the complex of present-
day problems in the field of social sciences and
humanities, as well as the prospects of development
for this part of the planet.

It does not mean, though, that topical subjects and
problems of various branches of social sciences and
humanities are going to lose some of the attention,



or that other Russian regions and countries of the
world will disappear from the journal’s pages. Quite
the contrary: the northern and Arctic research areas,
as well as the level of understanding the problems
of social sciences and humanities of this region
will only benefit from a highly qualified contrastive
analysis including all historical periods.

I hope that this nice tradition of cooperation with
scientists and academics on the pages of the journal
will be continued, because integration of research
efforts of academics with scientists working in other
structures of the country’s scientific complex will
benefit to both groups and, figuratively speaking,
will raise the bar of the scientific work.

An important task, as we see it, is to improve such
sections of the journal as economics, management,
politology, and law, as well as to intensify the
interdisciplinary orientation of publications, include
dialogue materials and opinions of representatives of
different branches of social sciences and humanities
on various topical issues.

It seems possible and even necessary to see
more articles of our foreign colleagues, both
leading scientists and young researchers, in the
journal. I believe that the new journal should carry
on its predecessor’s tradition to publish discussions
and round-table materials on topical research areas
with the participation of both Russian and foreign
colleagues. Let us not forget people and establish
a nice tradition for the new journal — to publish
articles and materials devoted to eminent scientists,
academics, distinguished explorers, and people who
have made a major contribution to the development
of the North and the Arctic.

The scientific journal will become an important
platform for publication of main scientific results
of doctoral candidates, people working on issues
topical and significant for Russian and world
science. Articles of post-graduate students will
continue to be widely published in the journal,

but only provided that they show high quality,
proper theoretical level and novelty of the materials.

I believe that the journal should have an
English version in order to achieve two important
objectives: make the journal eminent, authoritative
and attractive to foreign authors and, on the other
hand, to boost the international citation index of the
journal and the contributing authors.

The new journal is starting out in life in the
year 2012, which has been declared by the Russian
President the Year of Russian History. It presupposes
a special responsibility for the representatives of
the historical branch of sciences, votaries of Clio. 1
hope that the university’s historians, as well as their
Russian and foreign colleagues will publish a good
many factful articles devoted to important issues of
the historical past, many of which have links to the
present and in a number of cases even to the future.

I sincerely hope for a greater intensification of
the journal sections dealing with discussions of the
academic life problems, as well as finding the ways to
make the research work more effective and develop
scientific infrastructure. Readers have always shown a
particular interest in new books, monographs and other
scientific publications coming out in our university or
dealing with some scientific topic being developed in
it. One would like to see more materials of such kind
in the journal, including reviews and overviews of
scientific publications of our foreign colleagues in the
field of social sciences and humanities.

To conclude this introductory article I would
like to note that the university has many faces,
but the new journal gives it a great opportunity to
make itself known in the scientific world, to fulfil
the potential of its academics and employees,
postgraduate students and doctoral candidates, as
well as to make it an attractive forum for a wide
international dialogue on topical subjects. Let us
then wish our ship a long and successful voyage in
the stormy seas of scientific knowledge.
